Incidental structures such as a
dock or house in a landscape shot are permitted but they cannot be a major feature; the focus should be on
nature.

9 Photos must have been taken in the past 12 months prior to the time of the annual meeting (October 2022 -

August 21st, 2023) anywhere in Pike County.

Maximum of 3 photographs per contestant.
